The ARCC Criteria is largely built around how the funding will be used to improve the educational experience while enhancing the mission of WSU as a whole.  Therefore I propose the above criteria weights. Likewise, improving the standing of WSU as a leader in innovative teaching methods is important to this proposal.  Publishing the results, I feel, are not as important as finding new ways to help enhance the educational experience and in turn WSU Mission and is therefore 3rd.  I placed Support last because it maybe that other funding sources may not find the value of the proposal in our light and therefore may be less responsive to such proposals and we would be an avenue that encourages innovative attempts to enhance student learning, even if they might fail.

It is expected that an evaluation of the project will be completed and returned to the ARCC committee. This report will be due at the end of the fiscal year that the money is awarded.
