Once successful applicants are notified, they will be required to submit their abstracts to UCUR for consideration.  Please check OUR Calendar for deadlines. To facilitate this process, both the OUR abstract format and the UCUR format are identical.
ELIGIBILITY
All currently enrolled students are eligible to apply.  Students must have worked with a WSU faculty or staff member who served as a mentor to the project.
Undergraduate research projects that include teams of students within or across disciplines are encouraged to apply; however, due to limited funds, only one member of a team can be supported through OUR.

ABSTRACT FORMATTING

Abstracts should:

State, in clear terms, the central research question and the purpose of the research.  Provide a brief discussion of the research methodology.

State conclusions, either final or anticipated.

Be well organized.

Needs to be at least 250-300 words, but should not go over 450 words.

All abstracts will undergo rigorous review by a panel of faculty reviewers.  Abstract reviewers will evaluate submissions based on the criteria listed below and will assess overall merit within the context of the specific discipline.
