Program Fee: 
Participant will take part in the Global Education Opportunity (“GEO”) Program provided by Mothers Legacy Project (“MLP”) in the above listed Program Location(s).  Participant and MLP agree as follows:  

Program Details:  MLP will provide the following to the Participant:  

(A) An individualized education opportunity on the global stage in Geneva, Switzerland with international UN organizations; 

(B) Training in international issues, with an emphasis on human rights, women's health, violence against women and girls, peace building, value of unpaid work, economics issues for women, education of girls, and global environment; 

(C) A grassroots humanitarian experience with an opportunity to participate in humanitarian projects in developing countries.  (This is provided only if additional countries are listed in Program Location.)  

Program Fee:  The Program Fee includes an educational opportunity for participant at the United Nation in Geneva, Switzerland and at the other Program Locations set forth above beginning on the Start Date and ending on the End Date.  The Program Fee also includes transfers to and from the Geneva airport.  The Program Fee does not include air transportation to and from Program Locations, housing, food, bus or other transportation, personal items, insurance, visa costs, fees connected to home university, or any other item not expressly set forth in this agreement. 

Payment of Program Fee: 
(A) 30 days prior to the above Start Date: $900 of the Program Fee shall be paid to MLP.  

(B) Prior to departure to Geneva:  The entire amount of the Program Fee shall be paid to MLP.  
Cancellation or Early Departure:  The following amount (if any) will be refunded to Participant if Participant fails to participate in the full duration the GEO Program:
(A) Written notice of withdrawal from GEO Program received by MLP 30 days or more before Start Date:  All amounts paid, except $450, shall be refunded to Participant. 
(B) Written notice of withdrawal from GEO Program received by MLP less than 30 days before Start Date:  All amounts paid, except $900, shall be refunded to Participant. 
(C) After the Start Date:  No amount of the Program Fees shall be refunded to Participant.   Furthermore, Participant is responsible for all costs and fees associated with their return home.  

Health and Safety: 
(A) Participant represents that she has consulted with a medical doctor about all medical matters related to her participation in the GEO Program.   Participant represents that (1) there are no health related reasons or problems that preclude or restrict her participation in the GEO Program or her travel to Program Locations, or, if there is, she has disclosed and discussed her limitations with MLP, and that (2) she is able to undertake the activities that may be involved in the GEO Program or has disclosed and discussed any limitation with MLP, and (3) she has obtained any immunizations required or recommended by the State Department and her physician.  

(B) Participant agrees to purchase health care insurance that covers Participant in the Program Locations for the duration of the GEO Program.  Participant recognizes that MLP has not purchased any insurance in Participant’s name or on her behalf.  Participant recognizes that MLP is not obligated to attend to any of her medical or medication needs and Participant assumes all risk and responsibility thereof.

(C) Participant agrees that MLP may (but is not obligated to) take any action it considers to be warranted under the circumstances regarding Participant’s health and safety.  Participant hereby authorize MLP and its employees or affiliates to procure all necessary medical assistance during my participation in the GEO Program and to authorize any competent medical person to do all things reasonably necessary to treat any injury or illness that occurs during my participation in the GEO Program.  Participant agrees to pay all expenses relating thereto and releases MLP from any liability or any actions taken on Participant’s behalf.  

(D) The following is a list of (1) the health insurance company providing coverage to Participant during the duration of the GEO Program, (2) Participant’s policy number, (3) a list of all the prescription medications Participant takes:  ____________________________________________________________________________________________________________________________________

Standards of Conduct: Participant will become informed of and will abide by all such laws and standards of conduct for each country to or through which she travels during the GEO Program.  Participant recognizes that failure to do so will result in immediate dismissal from the GEO Program with no refund of any of the Program Fee.  Participant is personally responsible to attend to any legal problems participant encounters.   Participant shall report any serious problems, including physical, safety, legal and personnel, to MLP immediately.
GEO Program:  MLP reserves the right to make such alternations in the GEO Program as may be necessary or appropriate, consistent with the goals of the Program.  Participant shall work conscientiously under the direction of the supervisor assigned by MLP, submitting all reports and assignments as required.   Participant performs all tasks assigned under the GEO program as an unpaid intern and not as an employee of MLP.   Participant acknowledges that all creative work performed as part of her experience shall be considered a “work made for hire” and that all copyright and other intellectual property rights in any such original creative work shall be owned entirely by MLP.  

Liability, Assumption of Risk and Release of Claims.  Participant shall be personally responsible for and have sufficient funds for all housing, transportation, food, personal expenses, study and other arrangements in connection with the GEO program or Participant’s related travels.  Participant shall be personally responsible for any financial liability and obligation which she personally incurs and for any injury, loss, damage, liability, cost or expense to the person or property of another which is caused or contributed to by Participant. 

Participant understands that living in or traveling through a foreign country may involve certain risks, such as, but not limited to, foreign political, legal, social and economic conditions, potentially life threatening diseases, natural disasters or acts of God, civil and political unrest, violent uprisings, terrorists attacks, acts of violence, and different standards of design, safety, housing, building maintenance, health care, and sanitation.  Participant has made her own investigation and accepts these risks.   Participant will follow travel warnings that the United States State Department has issued for program locations.

Participant agrees to assume all the risks and responsibilities surrounding participation in the GEO Program.  Participant agrees to release, indemnify and hold harmless MLP, its past and present Board of Directors, officers, employee, agents and their heirs, successors and assigns of each from any and all loss, injury, cost, damage, liability or expense (including reasonable attorney’s fees) resulting in or arising from Participant’s participation in the GEO Program (including periods of time in transit to or from any country where the GEO Program is being conducted.)  
Participant understand that MLP does not represent or act as an agent for, and cannot control the acts or omissions of the host family, the United Nations, host institutions, and providers of goods and services, including but not limited to, providers of Participant’s housing, food or transportation.  Participant hereby agrees to release, indemnify and hold harmless MLP, its past and present Board of Directors, officers, employee, agents and their heirs, successors and assigns of each from any and all loss, injury, cost, damage, liability or expense (including reasonable attorney’s fees) resulting in or arising from the acts or omissions of such parties.  MLP is not responsible for matters that are beyond its control, including, without limitation, strikes, war, loss, or theft of personal belongings, delays, weather, acts of God, governmental restrictions or acts, errors or omissions of third party providers of goods and services.  


Miscellaneous:  

(A) The laws of the State of Oregon shall apply to this Agreement, and all actions arising under this agreement shall be brought in the courts of the State of Oregon.   

(B) The invalidity or unenforceability of any provision of this Agreement shall not affect the validity or enforceability of any other provision of this Agreement, which shall remain in full force and effect.  If any term or provision is deemed illegal, unenforceable or ineffective, such provisions shall be deemed replaced by a provision that is valid and enforceable and that comes closest to expressing the intention of the invalid, illegal or unenforceable term or provision. 
(C) Neither party may assign or subcontract any portion of its rights or obligations under this Agreement without the prior written consent of the other party. 
(D) This Agreement constitutes the entire agreement between the parties and supersedes all prior written or oral and all contemporaneous oral agreements and understandings pertaining thereto.
